
The Five Buddha Families 

 

Each Buddha is the purified aspect of one of the five aggregates, and one of the afflictions. They represent one of the five 

wisdoms, have different colors and hand mudras, and reside in a different direction/part of a mandala (but that varies, 

depending on the type of mandala).
